That is our 
task here at camp too. 

   Like Paulõs attempt to 
capture the uncontain-
able God in a few words, 
we attempt to do so in a 
few days of life at camp. 
And it works! Those who 
spend time at one of our 
camps really do experi-
ence this God who is 

above all and through all 
and in all. They really do 
experience the love of 
Jesus in a deep and 
meaningful way. And in 
that experience they are 
changed forever. 

   I know this is true be-
cause it happened to me. 
As a young boy I at-
tended camp at our 
Shores of St. Andrew 
site. That week opened 
up my mind and my 
heart in a profound way. 
It not only enriched my 
faith life, but ultimately 
led me to accept the call 
to full-time ministry in 
the church. 

   And this story is not 
just my own. I hear it 
over and over again from 
pastors and youth leaders 

and from volunteer 
church leaders every-
where. Quite simply, 
camp changes lives. 
Whose life would you 
like to change forever? 
Who would you like to 
introduce to the God 
who is above all and 
through all and in all?

   Green Lake Lutheran Ministries recently 
received a $75,000 grant from the Thrivent 
Financial for Lutherans Foundation.

   Eligible grant applicants include: Lu-
theran congregations, regional divisions of 
the three largest church bodies, small 
church bodies, high schools, colleges, uni-
versities, seminaries, camps, campus minis-
tries, social ministry organizations and 
other independent Lutheran organizations 
or institutions.   GLLMõs Leadership insti-
tute will complement but differ from a num-
ber of other leadership development pro-
grams offered in Minnesota.   
   The GLLM Institute will mirror some of 
the features of other leadership programs, 
but plans to develop a triad of spiritual/
ethical, environment and professional/
vocational spheres.  Our goal is to be distin-
guished as the regionõs only ongoing center 
for holistic leadership development and it 
will also be the only such center that is 
ELCA-affiliated.

Memorial Day through Labor Day it is 
rented by the week (Monday-Sunday), 
the rest of the year is rented by the 
night.
